SALT HANDPRINT OR CUT OUT ORNAMENTS 

2 cups flour 

1/2 cup table salt 

3/4 cup water 
Mix the ingredients together in a large bowl. When it becomes too stiff to stir, use 
clean hands to bring the dough together. Knead until the dough is uniform and 

soft, about 3-5 minutes.                                                                                                                                                          
Roll the dough out to about 1/4-1/2 inch thick.                                                                                                

Cut out a circle big enough for child’s handprint.                                                                                   
Press handprint into dough. Poke a hole in the top of the ornament                                       

for the ribbon. Preheat oven to 250 degrees F.                                                                      
Bake for 2-3 hours (small ornaments) or until                                                                                                     

just firm to the touch. (They do not need to be rock hard,).                                                           
  Handprints make take up to 4 hours.                                                                                            

 Remove from oven, let cool, and paint if desired                                                       
with acrylic or washable                                                                                                                                   

tempera paint. Once paint is completely                                                                                  
dry, seal with Mod Podge if desired. 

You can create salt ornaments using                                                                                    
cookie cutters if desired.
